« Stud dogs/brood bitches should have earned at least one
championship point by the American Kennel Club (AKC).

« A Companion Dog (C.D.) degree awarded in Obedience by AKC.

« A Canine Good Citizen (C.G.C.) degree as outlined by AKC.

» A Working Certificate (Ww.C.)
